	English - Writing
Lessons will incorporate grammar, punctuation and spelling skills, comprehension skills and the composition of a range of text types. This half term, we will be focussing on the genre of a persuasive advert. We will have a close focus on using the perfect present tense, conjunctions, and apostrophes for plural possession.
English - Reading

Our whole class reading lessons will cover different genres and a range of texts. We will develop prediction, inference, summarising and explaining skills.
	Science – Rocks
We will identify and describe different types of rocks; know that rocks can be formed in different ways and that they have different properties; observe and compare the appearance, texture, hardness and permeability of rocks; learn that fossils that can tell us about what life was like millions of years ago, describe what soils are, and compare and contrast different types.
	Maths 

Our Maths work in this half term will be focused around:
* Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication and Division
Children will build competency through a range of activities designed to develop their fluency, reasoning, and problem-solving skills.
It is REALLY important that the children have regularly and consistent practise learning their times tables facts and related division facts. ‘Little and often’ is better for long term recall.

	Geography – UK Changes Over Time
We will greater understanding of the composition of the UK, including its cities, counties and its topography; discover why larger settlements are found concentrated into particular areas; consider how land is used in urban and rural settings, and develop an understanding of key events that have caused changes in population and land use patterns over time.
History – Ancient China
We will learn about the Shang Dynasty and its many contributions to Chinese civilization, then finish by comparing the Shang Dynasty with our earlier learning in Autumn 1 about Britain in the Bronze Age.
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Class 3 – Year 3 & 4
	RE 

Our RE unit of work asks the question, ‘What is it like for someone to follow God?’. We will learn about key figures from the Bible like Moses and Abraham.
