	English- Writing
We will start the year looking a sentence structure and basic grammar terminology such as noun. adjectives etc.  We will begin using the book ‘Flotsam’ which will form the starting point for our class writing tasks.

Reading books
Once I have assessed all the children, they will start bringing reading books home to share daily with you. The children will be bringing home their reading books on a Tuesday, and I would ask they are returned to school on the following Monday. I WILL NOT swap your child’s book until this one has been returned.  It is crucial that the old one book is returned to school due to the cost of replacing books.
Reading books will start coming home from Tuesday 9th September. This is due to the way we organise our phonics and reading programme in school.

The children may also bring home a library book to share with you at home for pleasure. 
	Science – Seasonal Changes
This unit of work will build upon the children’s knowledge that was gained last year.
They learn to recognise seasonal changes in the weather and the impact that has on everyday life in the United Kingdom. This knowledge will enable the children to compare and contrast seasonal changes in the UK with that of other countries in other year groups.

	Maths 

During this half term, the year 1 children will be focusing in on the basics of place value whilst the year 2 children will be using resources to develop their understanding further. For year 1 pupils this will initially be with numbers up to 20 and for the year 2 children, this will include numbers up to 100.
After this, we will move onto addition and subtraction. This unit of work will use equipment to support the children’s learning and begin to lay the foundations for using number lines and mental calculations.
We are also taking part in the Mastery Maths programme, which is a daily session of number aimed to develop the children’s understanding of number. If you like to know any more about this, just ask either using Dojo or at the open classroom session.

	Geography 
Our Local Area is our first unit of geography work this year. We will be learning more about the place that we live. We will use maps to record routes and directions in the locality to develop the children’s awareness of directions in their immediate vicinity and in their wider environments.

The children will then conduct some research in the local area to identify what could change to make the area a better place to live. 

History
Our history this half term is linked to our geography work. The children will develop their knowledge and understanding of what it means to be a historian by researching local history. They will learn about the old school which is now the village preschool.  
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	RE 

Our first RE unit of work is based around the question, ‘What does it mean to belong to a faith community?’.
PSHE
Me and My Relationships is the focus of our first piece of work in PSHE. This unit of work will look at the children’s feelings and the rules we have in class and why.

	
	
	Art – A famous artist.
The children learning will be about the famous artist Henri Rousseau.  The children will develop knowledge of the artistic styles used by Rousseau and will give the children a greater understanding of Rousseau’s jungle themes

	Music
Pulse and Rhythm is the title of our first unit of music work and will use superheroes to do help develop our understanding.
This unit of work helps the children learn how to identify high and low notes and to compose a simple tune to represent a superhero.
 
	Computing

In our first unit of work, will develop the children’s understanding of programming and will be creating algorithms for a floor robot, as well as directing one on an iPad.
	PE 
I will be teaching gymnastic this half term whilst Kat is teaching basic movement skills.
Our PE days are Mondays and Wednesdays.

Earrings need to be taken out by the children or if this isn’t possible, please provide tape so they can be covered for the lesson.

PE kits should remain in school. I will send them home for a wash halfway through this first 8 weeks.
