	English - Writing
Lessons will incorporate grammar, punctuation and spelling skills, comprehension skills and the composition of a range of text types. This half term, we will be focussing on the genre of diary writing, with the grammar focus on adjectival phrases, sentences of three and subordination.
English - Reading

Our whole class reading lessons will cover different genres and a range of texts. We will develop prediction, inference, summarising and explaining skills.
	Science – Rocks & Soil
We will describe and compare rocks based on their appearance, know the three main types of rock and understand how they are formed, investigate the hardness of different rocks, know what soil is composed of and make careful observations of different soils, and understand what fossils are and how they are formed.
	Maths 

The majority of our maths work in this first half term will be focused around:
* Place Value

* Addition, Subtraction

Children will build competency through a range of activities designed to develop their fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills.
It is REALLY important that the children have regularly and consistent practise learning their times tables facts and related division facts. ‘Little and often’ is better for long term recall.

	Geography – Earthquakes & Volcanoes
We will start by learning about the structure of the Earth and how it is made from tectonic plates.  They will then learn how the tectonic plates, and their movement, cause volcanoes and earthquakes.  After knowing what causes earthquakes and volcanoes, they will learn what happens when the occur, how people can live near volcanoes and what they do if they live in an area which is affected by earthquakes. 
History – Tudors
We will learn about how Henry Tudor took the English throne by force to become the head of the Tudor dynasty, the line of succession to the English throne, explore trade between West Africa and Tudor England, and look at different historical sources to learn about who lived in Tudor England and what life was like.
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Class 3 – Year 3 & 4
	RE 

Our first RE unit of work asks the question, ‘What is the Trinity and why is it important for Christians?’. This will see us learn about God as the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.
PSHE
Me and My Relationships is the focus of our first piece of work. This work will include looking at feelings and emotions and how to solve problems.

We will investigate different types of musical instruments and how they work before designing and creating our own musical instruments from various reused materials.
