Class 2 Curriculum newsletter – Spring term, second half 2025/2026


	English
 Reading books

The children will be bringing home their reading books on a Tuesday, and I would ask they are returned to school on the following Monday. I WILL NOT swap your child’s book until this one has been returned. It is crucial that the old one book is returned to school due to the cost of replacing books.

As in previous weeks, the children will also bring home a library book to share with you at home for pleasure. 

Writing

We will be using ‘The 3 Little Pigs’ as a basis for writing our own narrative. The children will continue to learn various grammatical features such as questions and speech marks. We will also look at the suffix ‘ed.’

	Science – Everyday materials-part 2

This unit of work builds upon the work the children started last half term (spring 1, 2026).

They will carry out several investigations including testing the absorbency of different cloths and different stretchiness of various materials.
PSHE

Our work in PSHE is all about ‘Rights and Respect.’ The children will discuss what it is like to have a bad day and talk about how we can respond to this. They will look at how to take a care of a class pet as well as discussing money and how we can spend it wisely!
	Maths 

We will continue taking part in daily Mastery Maths sessions, which continues to develop the children’s understanding of number. 

We start by finishing our work on multiplication and division and thinking about how we solve simple problems related to these 2 calculations.

After this, we will start work on length and height. The children will use non-standard and standard units of measures.

	History

In this topic, the children are going to learn about the Great Fire of London and how shaped the world that we live in today. 

The topic begins by describing London during the Tudor era. The lessons then go through each of the significant events that took place during the Great Fire, as well as the significant people who documented the event. 

Finally, the lessons focus on how London and its people changed and adapted their way of life to ensure that this does not happen again. 
	Art – Pattern and Design

This series of lessons focuses on both the development of pattern and texture, while introducing children to sculpture and weaving techniques. The sequence of lessons explores how pattern and texture is used through a variety of mediums, such as shading, clay, fabric, and printing. 

Children will focus on pattern, textures, form, and the techniques used in tapestries by exploring the history and comparing this to modern day pieces. We will use the tapestry of The Lady and the Unicorn which shows the different senses.
	RE 
‘Who is Jewish and how do they live?’ is the learning focus for out learning in RE.
The children will learn about Jewish worldviews and ways of life. They will learn about texts from the Torah and their importance for Jewish people today. They will find out about the mezuzah and the Shema prayer and what they mean for believers. Later in the unit, we will find out about Shabbat and Chanukah, discussing why Jewish people mark these times, what they learn from stories found in the Torah and why they are important today.

	Music

 ‘Musical Me’

In this unit, children will explore the song ‘Once a Man Fell in a Well,’ playing it using tuned percussion and reading simple symbols representing pitch. 
	Computing – Handling Data
In our second unit of work, this half term, introduces the children to data and information. This unit of work focuses on assigning data (images) with different labels to demonstrate how computers are able to group and present data.
	PE 
I will be teaching basic movement this half term whilst Kat is teaching dance.

Our PE days continue to be on Mondays and Wednesdays.

Earrings need to be taken out by your child or if this is not possible, please provide tape so they can be covered for the lesson.

PE kits should remain in school. 


Homework
I will continue to hand homework out on a Monday and would kindly ask that it is returned the following Friday, or before if it is completed. This is to ensure that I have enough time to mark them, and to change the weekly task. Unfortunately, due to time constraints, I do not mark homework handed in late. 
The maths/English piece I set should take no more than 20 minutes to complete and will vary in the format it takes; sometimes being a game, writing sentences, practising maths skills, or reading text and answering questions.
As well as this, the children will be expected to read and learn spellings during the week. I will set spellings along with homework.
Their spellings match the learning that occurs during daily phonic sessions. Just 5 minutes a day learning spelling can make a big difference to your child.
Reading, spelling, and English/maths homework will begin on Monday 2nd March 2026
