	English - Writing
Lessons will incorporate grammar, punctuation and spelling skills, comprehension skills and the composition of a range of text types. This half term, we will be focussing on the genre of writing a narrative with dialogue. Our grammar focuses will be to use stacking fronted adverbials, cause and effect sentences, and non-finite clauses.
English - Reading

Our whole class reading lessons will cover different genres and a range of texts. We will also have a whole class reading book to make inferences, retrieve information and understand vocabulary.

	Science – Teeth & Eating, Food Chains
We’ll learn about our teeth—their types, what they do, and how to keep them healthy. We’ll find out what tooth decay is and how to stop it. We’ll then observe a science experiment and think of our own ideas, and explore how our mouth starts digestion and learn about special helpers called enzymes.
For Food Chains, we’ll learn that plants make their own food and start the food chain. We’ll use words like predator and prey and we’ll also discover the seven things all living things do, like moving and growing. We’ll explore how animals depend on each other and how humans can harm nature, but also how we can help. 
	Maths 

Our Maths work in this half term will be focused around:
* Fractions
* Mass and Capacity
Children will build competency through a range of activities designed to develop their fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills.
It is REALLY important that the children have regularly and consistent practise learning their times tables facts and related division facts. ‘Little and often’ is better for long term recall.

	History – Vikings
We’ll find out when the Viking Age happened and what life was like for Vikings at home. Then we’ll follow them as they sailed to new lands, raided places like Lindisfarne, and settled in Britain. We’ll learn why they came, how they made peace with King Alfred, and meet brave Viking explorers who discovered new worlds. Finally, we’ll explore how the Vikings left their mark on Leicestershire.

Geography – The Americas
We’ll learn about North and South America, find places using maps, and compare cities like Alaska, Panama, and Leicester. We’ll discover South America’s regions, why the Amazon Rainforest is important, and how cutting down trees can affect the whole world.

Our next RE unit of work asks the question, ‘Why do Christians call the day that Jesus died ‘Good Friday’. This will see us learn about the events on Palm Sunday, The Last Supper, Good Friday and Easter Sunday.

	Art – Light
We’ll learn how artists use light and dark to make pictures stand out, looking at famous artists like Caravaggio, Vermeer, Rembrandt, and Gaudi. We’ll try their techniques in our own drawings and explore mosaics—how they were made in the past and how they look today. We’ll also practise using different materials and controlling our tools to create amazing artwork.
