	English - Writing
Lessons will incorporate grammar, punctuation and spelling skills, comprehension skills and the composition of a range of text types. This half term, we will be focussing on the genre of writing biographies. Our grammar focuses will be to use fronted adverbials of time, and question, question, question sequences.
English - Reading

Our whole class reading lessons will cover different genres and a range of texts. We will also have a whole class reading book to make inferences, retrieve information and understand vocabulary.

	Science – Plants
We will learn what each part of a plant does – roots, stem, leaves, and flowers. We’ll find out what plants need to grow, like air, light, water, nutrients, and space. We’ll investigate how water moves through a plant and also explore how flowers help plants make seeds and spread them.

Science – Identifying and Classifying

We’ll learn that plants have different features that scientists call characteristics, and use this to help us identify ferns. We’ll identify plants by their leaves and know how to read and make a classification key. We’ll then group animals by their characteristics and construct keys to identify them. We’ll finish by collecting information about the plants and animals in our local area.
	Maths 

Our Maths work in this half term will be focused around:
* Shape
* Position and direction
* Statistics
Children will build competency through a range of activities designed to develop their fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills.
It is REALLY important that the children have regularly and consistent practise learning their times tables facts and related division facts. ‘Little and often’ is better for long term recall.

	Art – Sculpture
We’ll learn that sculpture is a 3-D art form, meaning that it is a piece of art that can be seen from all sides. Some sculptures are carved from solid pieces of stone or wood whilst other sculptors prefer to build their sculpture from modelling wax or clay.
The children will develop skills in creating a sculpture of their own hand. They’ll compare and contrast modern sculpture against more traditional sculptures then use appropriate materials to create their own.
DT – Textiles
We’ll investigating different methods of attaching to fabric, research designs and develop our own ideas before preparing the fabric to sew our designs. We’ll finish by analysing and evaluating our finished product.
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	RE 

Our next RE unit of work asks the question, ‘How and why do people mark the significant events in life?’ This will see us learn about Baptisms, Bar/Bat Mitzvahs, a Sacred Thread ceremony and weddings. 
PSHE
Growing and Changing is the focus of our next unit. This work will include looking at body space and body changes.

	
	
	History – Roman Empire
We’ll learn how Rome grew from a small town to a huge empire and how Roman rules and government inspired modern democracies. We’ll find out about the invasion of Britain, Boudicca’s rebellion, and compare her choices with Cleopatra’s. Then, we’ll learn about Roman soldiers, trade, and slavery, and how Britain was home to people from across the empire.
